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	Introduction

About the unit

In this unit pupils travel on the River Tamar and bump into 'James Lawry', a character from the past. On their visit, James tells them how he contributed to the success of market gardening in the Tamar Valley by sending his strawberries to Covent Garden Market in London. James challenges the class to make a market stall featuring their own produce for a seasonal celebration. 
Through a series of 'letters' from James, pupils learn about produce grown in the Tamar Valley and carry out growing experiments to discover what market gardeners can do to help their plants grow. Pupils make bird scarers to protect their growing produce and design 'chips' (punnets) to help James transport his strawberries. They find out how long produce stays fresh and compare the taste of fresh and preserved food before designing labels for James Lawry's new canning venture. 
Pupils use their senses to explore produce and draw on their experiences to inform their own recipes, poetry and artwork. This unit can be delivered in any term and concludes with a celebration in keeping with the season.

	Who is James Lawry?

Show pupils P01a-b Boat and P02a-b Tamar or images of the River Tamar using an online facility like Google Earth. Reveal to pupils that they will be travelling on the river and show pupils where they will be getting on and off the boat on a map. Ask pupils; what will travelling on the river be like? What will we see? Have you been on a boat before? Take pupils on the boat trip (Saltash or Morwellham to Cotehele Quay are both good trips) and take pictures of each stage of the visit throughout the day. Invite an actor (contact Sense of Place for recommended practitioner), a parent or member of the school, to become a character from the past using T01 Mr Lawry. As pupils disembark from the boat make sure that they 'bump' into James Lawry on a quay holding a basket of strawberries or other seasonal crop. Allow James to 'meet' the class before sitting pupils down to listen to his story. Give James time to give the class some of his produce to taste and present pupils with a challenge to become market gardeners and grow some of their own produce.  See P03a-b Packing Shed and participate in T02 Fruit and Flowers at Cotehele Gardens or visit a working market garden or orchard. Return to the school by boat, coach or train (there are stations at Drakewalls and Calstock).  Back in the classroom, explain to pupils that James is a person who lived a long time ago.  Show pupils P04 James and Charlotte Lawry, 1920's and ask pupils; what can we tell about these people? What can you remember about James? Read T03 James Lawry to the class (if you are unable to go off-site or 'meet' James,  reading this story and setting the challenge is a good way of starting the unit) and ask pupils; why did James first send strawberries to London? How did his decision to send strawberries to London change what people did in the Tamar Valley? Remind pupils of his challenge.

Help pupils to write their own simple recount of the visit using A01 What Happened, P05 Tamar Shape and P06 Happy Boat.

	How does James grow his strawberries?

Handwrite and post a letter like T04 Mr Lawry Needs Help to the class. Show pupils the letter and read it to the class, exchanging strawberries for a seasonal crop as required. Ask pupils; why do you think James has a problem? Can we carry out an experiment to help him?  Show pupils an example of a growing diary for a different crop to the one they will be growing, like T05a-c Daffodils, Strawberries or Carrots. Create a class 'Growing Diary' display in  preparation for the class experiment. Help pupils to use  P07a-h Growing in the Tamar Valley to plan experiments like A02 Growing Things and record developments in the Growing Diary.  Challenge pupils to use their findings from their experiments to design a seed packet featuring a picture like P08 Carrot, showing James what plants need in order to grow. Use the class Growing Diary to help pupils write a class letter to James revealing the results of their experiments and their thoughts on his predicament. Ask pupils; how does James start his letters? What should our letter look like? 

Give each group a set of P09 Plant Match. Help pupils to find the odd ones out. Ask pupils; why are they different? How can you tell that they aren't alive? 

As a class, become market gardeners like P10a-c Class Gardeners (dressing up in costume is optional!). Work with pupils to decide where and what to grow. Ask pupils; what do you need to make you grow? Have you got pets? How do you look after them? What do plants need? Help pupils to draw on the lessons that they have learned to help them decide where to plant and how to care for their crops.

Ask pupils; what might stop our plants from growing? Collect pupil ideas like slugs, pests, caterpillars, birds. Use A03 Bird Scarer  to challenge pupils to make a scarer to  protect the fruit growing in the school garden.

	How does James get his strawberries to market?

Ask pupils; where did James send his strawberries? Have you been to a market? What did it look like? Read pupils extracts from P11a-c Covent Garden and ask pupils; what would you like to have bought from Covent Garden market? Place different produce on different tables with appropriate resources e.g. carrot table; carrot, orange crepe paper, glue, newspaper. Show pupils how to scrunch the newspaper to create 3D shapes like P12a-d Instant Produce. Allow pupils to experiment with the materials to make their produce before rotating groups around the other tables.  Build a market stall in a role play corner and place the class 'produce' on show. Encourage pupils to display prices for their produce and add props e.g. scales, apron, baskets before giving small groups of pupils time to play at running the market stall and shopping for produce. Show pupils P13a-f Transport and ask pupils; can you remember how James got his strawberries to market? Give pupils time to identify the train and ask pupils; why did James use a train? Have you been to London? How would you get there? Take pupils to Covent Garden using A04 Strawberry Journey. Help pupils 'grow' instant papier-mache fruit and vegetables. Handwrite and post a letter like T06 Mr Lawry Needs Chips to the class and show pupils P14 Chips at Harewood. Help pupils to develop their own chip design using A05 Chip Chip Hurray! and P15a-i Chip Making.

	How can James keep his strawberries fresh?

Handwrite and post a letter like T07 Mr Lawry Needs a Label to the class. Read the letter to the class (replacing strawberries with daffodils or apples depending on what is in season). Ask pupils; how long do you think  a strawberry will keep fresh? Help pupils plan their experiment and select four contrasting places to leave four freshly picked strawberries of the same size e.g. on a sunny windowsill, in a dark cupboard. Gather and record pupil predictions asking; which strawberry will keep fresh longer? Why?  How will we know when they are no longer fresh? Encourage pairs to look at the strawberries each morning and afternoon and report back to the class about any changes. Ask pupils; where do we keep things to keep them fresh? What can we do to food to keep it fresh? Collect pupil ideas. Fill bowls with pairs of food e.g. bananas/banana chips grapes/raisins, cherries/glace cherries, fresh peach/tinned peach, strawberries/strawberry jam, raspberries/frozen raspberries and mix up. Ask pupils to sort the fruit into two groups and see if they organise them into fresh and preserved groupings. Ask pupils to sort the fruit into their pairs. Give pupils chance to taste the difference between the pairs and ask pupils; does tinned fruit taste different? How? What time of year do we eat strawberries? What time of year can we eat jam? Is one more healthy than the other? Why? Show pupils P16 Label and remind the class of James's request. Ask pupils; how is your label design going to help James sell his fruit? Look at the labels on different products . Ask pupils; which ones stand out? Demonstrate drawing two contrasting labels; one with bold titling and the other with small writing. Ask pupils; which label is better? Why? Encourage the pupils to come up with ideas for the label including the inside and outside of fruit, as well as images linked to the Tamar Valley. Provide pupils with real fruit to draw if they are incorporating fruit into their design like P17a-c Fruit Drawings. Ask pupils; does the fruit look flat? Model drawing a piece of fruit and show pupils how  they can create a 3D shape using pastels, shading and smudging.  When pupils have decided on their design, give pupils label-sized paper.  Stick pupil labels on recycled jars or tins and help pupils to display them on  the market stall in role-play corner. Ask pupils; do you want to buy these products? Which ones would you buy? Take a photograph of the products and help pupils to send it to James with a short note asking him to use their best ideas in his label.

	What grows in the Tamar Valley at different times of year?

Place a circle of card on a display board and write the months of the year around the outside to create a Growing Calendar large enough to house the pupil outcomes created below. Display P18a-j Daffodils and ask pupils; what are these called? Are they all daffodils? Cut up T08 Daffodil Cards and read the name and description of one of the Tamar Valley varieties. Ask pupils; which picture goes with this description? Collect pupil ideas and match a name to a picture. Repeat with the other cards and pictures until they are all matched up. Reread all the names and ask pupils; have we got them all right? Do we want to change any around? Collect pupil ideas and reasons before revealing the answers. Ask pupils; where do daffodils belong on the Growing Calendar? Help pupils to stick daffodil images and cards on the Growing Calendar.

Challenge pupils to put their own pictures of other produce on the Growing Calendar using A06 Outside and Inside and P19a-e Collage to introduce pupils to a range of produce and begin to consider their seasonality.  When pupils have completed their collage work, help them to find a seasonally suitable home for their picture on the growing calendar.

Use A07 Apples, T09 Smoothie and T10 Orchards to help pupil explore the Tamar Valley varieties. Show pupils T11 Cherry Poem. Ask pupils to create an apple poem where each line describes a different variety using the words they have collected. Help pupils to stick their finished poems on the Growing Calendar display. Show pupils P20a-f Mary Martin and use A08 Valley Art to help pupils create their own P21a-c Valley Paintings of a growing scene.

	What was it like working for James?

Handwrite and post a letter like T12 Mr Lawry Needs Workers to the class. Read the letter to pupils, show them P22 Good Strawberry Pickers and challenge pupils to do a 'hard day's work'. Play AV01 Mrs Jope and ask pupils ; would you like to be a picker? Take pupils to a 'pick your own' farm or give groups chance to work in the school garden hoeing or weeding. Show pupils P23a-e Cherry Pickers and ask pupils to imagine that they are cherry pickers whilst you read T13 Cherry Picking to the class. If they are in season give pupils cherries to taste and teach them T14 Tinker Tailor. Teach pupils T15 Tamar Valley Song Words to sing whilst they are working using T16 Tamar Valley Song Music and AV02a-d Tamar Valley Song. Set up a packing shed role play corner and lay out foliage, flowers and twine to bunch. Ask pupils; how many flowers make a bunch? Do you know any other songs or rhymes? Help pupils make up another packing or picking song to pass the time. 

Show AV03 Daffodil Pickers and read T17 Daffodil Packing to the class. Show pupils P24a-m Daffodil Growers and ask pupils; can you see the rows of daffodils? What do you think the workers are thinking? Challenge pupils to pick a person in one of the photos and imagine that they are that person. Ask pupils; are you hot? Are you cold? How long have you been working? What are you thinking? Encourage pupils to tell a partner what they are thinking. Give out cards shaped like T18 Thought Bubble. Help pupils to write their thoughts in the bubble and display around the photo.

Ask pupils; are you tired after your picking and packing? Play a 'Simon Says' style game with pupils to complete their 'hard days work'. Say 'Mr Lawry says pick a cherry' and help pupils devise a climbing the ladder mime to match the phrase. Reveal to pupils that they are only to work if Mr Lawry says so.  Repeat for other phrases e.g. Mr Lawry says bunch some daffodils. Try to catch pupils out with 'pick a cherry' by omitting the 'Mr Lawry says' and play until your 'workers' are flagging. Ask pupils; do you go to work? Are things different in the Tamar Valley today? How? Encourage pupils to write back to James telling him about their day and whether or not they would like to work for him.

	Can we hold our own market day?

Write and post a letter like T19 Mr Lawry Needs a Celebration to the school. Read the letter to the class and challenge pupils to hold their own celebration e.g. spring: Daffy Dilly Day, summer: Cherry Feast: autumn: Apple Day and wassail/ harvest festival. Ask pupils; what kind of celebration could we have at this time of year? What will we do as part of our celebration? Send out invitations to parents and friends to share in the celebrations. Invite James Lawry or one of the market gardeners that you have met to see and taste the produce that the class have grown.  Encourage pupils to wear special clothes or a hat to the event like P25 Bishop Cornish.

Set up the role-play corner market stall featuring the papier mache  produce in a prominent location. Stand by the stall and, in role as a market stall holder, drum up some business e.g. 'pound of carrots 50p, 50p to you madam'. Ask pupils; what could we sell in our market?  Split the class into groups to create market stall products e.g. picking and packing produce from the school garden, bunching flowers and foliage, making baskets. Encourage pupils to think of any phrases they might call out to tempt people top buy their wares and to practise selling a product to a partner.

Help pupils to prepare for the day by making T20 Celebration Food. On arrival,  give each visitor a buttonhole. Give pupils the chance to share the food and drinks that they have made and perform the songs and poems that they have created. Let pupils take turns serving at the 'market stall' in aid of a school garden fund or charity. Help pupils to weigh produce and charge customers, remembering 'please' and 'thank you'.  Enjoy activities synonymous with the type of celebration e.g. spring= flower show, summer= Pentillie style races, autumn= wassailing ceremony.

Know the names of produce grown in the Tamar Valley and know some names of the varieties of common produce such as apples, daffodils and strawberries. Be able to talk about and recount, in writing, their experiences including visits and experiments. Have planted a seed or bulb and taken part in the care and monitoring of a species and drawn simple conclusions about what plants need to grow. Know that plants can grow from seed and bulbs and that edible fruit is produced by some flowering plants including trees. Use sensory experiences to inform their artwork, writing and design and making. Investigate and use different processes to make simple designs and make a suggestion to improve their work. Draw on information from at least one source to perform an action or role-play activity. Make a 2D image and 3D model of an object and identify them as such. Know that there are different shades of the colours of the rainbow. Participate in reciting rhymes and singing. Help to plan and carry out a class celebration.

Know the names of some produce grown in the Tamar Valley and know that there are  more than one variety of apple. Be able to talk about some of their experiences including visits and experiments. Have participated in the planting, care and monitoring of at least one plant species. Name at least one thing that plants need to grow. Know that plants can grow from seed and bulbs. Use simple words to describe what things taste like e.g. sweet, sour. Know the colours of the rainbow. Use a simple process to make a product and, with help, identify ways to improve their work. Draw on information from one source to perform an action or role-play activity. Make a 2D image and 3D model of an object and see that they are the same object represented in different ways. Participate in reciting parts of simple rhymes and singing. Enjoy a class celebration.�
Recognise produce grown in the Tamar Valley and know the names of some varieties of common produce such as apples, daffodils and strawberries. Use connectives to effectively recount their experiences in writing. Have planted a seed or bulb and taken responsibility for the care and monitoring of at least one species. Recorded data and be able to talk about what plants need to grow and how they have discovered this. Know that plants can grow from seed and bulbs and that edible fruit is produced by some flowering plants including trees. Thoughtfully use sensory experiences to inform their artwork, writing and design and making. Investigate and use different processes to make their own designs and make useful suggestions to improve their work and the work of others. Draw on sources to perform role-play. Explain the differences between 2D image and 3D. Create their own word combinations to describe the shades of colours. Recite rhymes and sing songs from memory.
